Source without the author









(Name of organization, year)

Example: Workplace flexibility can be fostered with the right tools and support (Families and Work Institute, 2012).

Example mentioned in the text: The Families and Work Institute (2012) developed tools to support flexible work.

Online source











Example from a website or online article without an author:

(Title of the webpage or document, year).

Example: Household water consumption decreased in the past year (Water Use in Slovenia, 2023).

Example with the author (organization):

(Name of organization, year).

Example: The population of Slovenia increased in the past year (Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia, 2022).

Example with the author/organization mentioned in the text: The Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia (2022) reports that the population increased in the past year.

Example without the year of publication:

(Name of organization, n.d.)

Example: Data on traffic safety indicate an improvement in the situation (Ministry of Transport, n.d.).

AI-generated source










Example: Generative artificial intelligence offers interesting solutions to complex mathematical problems (ChatGPT, 2024).

Example with the author mentioned in the text: The ChatGPT model (2024) used a cooking analogy to explain photosynthesis.

Official documents (examples for laws or other official acts)

Example: Employees are entitled to annual leave under the law (Employment Relationships Act, ERA-1, 2022).

Example mentioned in the text: The Employment Relationships Act (ERA-1, 2022) specifies the minimum number of days of annual leave.

Images, tables and graphs should be placed directly in the content you submit. They should be centrally aligned, numbered and titled (12pt Calibri). If you are not the author of an image, the source of the image should be written below the title of the image as well as included in the Bibliography and Sources section of the paper.
